) authorise the sale of certain lands
situate at Carlingford in the Shire
of Baulkham Hills and to provide for
the application of the proceeds thereof.

WHEREAS by The Church of England Homes Constitution Ordinance No. 17 of 1930

the amalgamation of thé two Societies theretofore existing in connection with

the Church of England in the Diocese of Sydney know respectively as the Church

of England Homes and the Church of England Committee for Homes and Hostels for
Children was approved and the Constitution of the amalgamated society known as

The Church of England Homes (hereinafter called the "said Society") set forth

in the Schedule to the said Ordinance was ratified and confirmed and bv the said
Ordinance it was declared that the said Society should beé thenceforth managed

and conducted pursuant to the provisions of the said Constitution and that with
respect to the properties set out in the Constitution and to the property to be .
thereafter acquired thereunder and in all respects- the said Society should have
and exercise all the rights' and powers ‘and be otherwise subjgct to the prov1sions
therein contained AND AND VHEREAS by the said Constitution it is provided that the |
